Teachers use the National Spanish Assessments
as an evaluation, measurement, placement, and
formative assessment tool that can be used up to 3
times throughout the school year. The NSA also
prepares students for the NSE - without entering
the competition.



Levels

Students must be registered for the National Examination in the level which corresponds to the
same course for which the student is receiving credit.

Students with like-exposure compete with each other by registering in one of three competition
categories:

Scoring

The National Spanish & Portuguese Exams are scored using National Percentiles, the National
Spanish Challenge is scored by points, and the National Spanish Assessments provide raw
scores and percentages.
